GC EUROPE has organised its first-ever conference: the 1st GC Forum. What were your expectations and are you pleased with the results?

We have thought a great deal about this subject – with the positive outcome that GC Gradia Direct, GC Gradia and GC Initial are perfectly co-ordinated products.
