GC Gradia Direct Flo is neither too runny nor too sticky during handling. Owing to its special “no run, no stick” formulation, it tends to spread quickly over the whole surface and thus accurately conforms to the cavity walls – stable and without dripping.

Impressive viscosity from the syringe

Its unique characteristics make this new filling material the product of choice, especially for base fillings under composite restorations – such as GC Gradia Direct – and for blocking out undercuts. Owing to its viscosity, the microhybrid compo​site from the Dental Care Company is also suitable for restoring minute cavities and tunnel preparations, for correcting very small irregularities in the tooth structure and defective composite restorations as well as fixing loose teeth.

Other advantages of the new material are its radiopacity and simple, precise handling because of the sophisticated syringe design: two different, curved application tips (bendable metal tips and plastic tips for patients with a fear of needles) enable the dentist to ensure accurate application.

The new free-flowing GC Gradia Direct Flo is now available in shade A3 as a refill pack with two syringes (1.5 g/0.8 ml), four application tips and two light-protection caps.
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
