Thanks to its innovative chemical composition involving specific acrylic particles, it matches the surrounding tooth structure almost imperceptibly owing to its natural translucency and it harmonizes perfectly with the Vita tooth shades.

Excellent bonding strength and efficient handling

GC Fuji VIII GP impresses with its visual characteristics but also with its excellent adhesive properties. As a result of direct ion exchange between the glass ionomer cement and the tooth structure, it develops strong hydrophilic, chemical bonding not only to the enamel but also the dentine – reliable and durable, without etching or the use of bonding agents. The material attains 90 per cent of its excellent mechanical properties within a maximum of ten minutes. Its good sealing power also minimizes the risk of marginal leakage and discolouration developing in the long term.

At the same time GC Fuji VIII GP has all the advantages of a conventional glass ionomer cement: continuously high release of fluoride, radiopacity and excellent bioavailability. Its amazingly low sensitivity to technique and moisture also leads to improved safety of application and hence a more reliable outcome – even without a rubber dam!
