After GC Fuji I, GC Fuji Cem and GC Fuji Plus, tried and tested a million times over, the Dental Care Company is now launching an innovative multi-indication resin luting cement at IDS 2007. GC G-Cem combines the self-adhesive properties of conventional cements with the aesthetics and superb mechanical bonding strengths of composite cements. Thus the new material adheres perfectly not only to the natural tooth structure even without pretreatment, but also to indirect composite and all aesthetic all-ceramic restorations, such as zirconium – for less work and more reliability in daily practice.

The new dual-curing, self-adhesive luting cement from GC EUROPE is a versatile all-purpose luting cement which is ideally suited for the final adhesive fixing of reinforced ceramic restorations, ceramic crowns, bridges, inlays and onlays as well as all indirect composite restorations and prefabricated fibre-glass or ceramic pins.
Maximum adhesive strength even without light curing

The novel chemical composition of GC G-Cem is the result of many years’ research and experience of dental materials which the market leader in glass ionomer cements has in relation to chemical and micromechanical adhesion principles. Thanks to its excellent self-adhesive properties, the new resin cement achieves the strongest adhesion to enamel and dentine even without light-curing, providing almost unlimited cementing possibilities. It attains already 70 per cent of its compressive strength just one hour after mixing. Current studies also demonstrate outstanding long-term and dimensional stability. Thus the linear expansion of GC G-Cem in a wet environment, for instance, is less than one per cent. In other words, the very low solubility of the material guarantees an extremely good marginal seal and a lower risk of fracture of the restorations – even with lower strength ceramics.

Other advantages: owing to the addition of filler particles based on glass ionomer which are visible under X-ray, GC G-Cem is radiopaque, while at the same time it has far higher fluoride release than all comparable fixing cements. As there is no colour change after setting, it retains the highest colour stability.
A simple working step – numerous advantages

The new self-adhesive resin cement is not only characterised by its excellent physical properties, but also by its simple and, above all, small number of working steps. Owing to the special adhesive monomers already contained in the material, GC G-Cem can be used immediately without tedious pretreatment of the tooth and the prosthetic work – no etching, no priming, no bonding. This saves time, reduces possible sources of error and minimizes postoperative sensitivities in the patient. Furthermore shorter processing and setting times make cementing easier and more efficient. The modern capsule design also guarantees simple application of the perfectly mixed cement in just one working step.

GC G-Cem is now available in packs of 50 economical maxi-capsules containing 0.37 grams per capsule – and in the four shades A2, AO3, Translucent and BO1.
