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GC Initial IQ: the first One-Body concept for the metal and zirconia press-over technique

Simple, aesthetic and economical: “painting by numbers” with lustre pastes!

Brilliantly simple – simply brilliant: the GC Initial IQ – One Body concept first presented at IDS 2007 is the perfect answer to many current issues in the laboratory. The new, uncompromisingly easy-to-use press-over technique and the unique three-dimensional lustre pastes give dental technicians more profit from their ceramic work with perfect aesthetics guaranteed but entirely without layering! Thus the new press-over ceramic for metal and zirconia copings from GC EUROPE is extremely time-saving in terms of handling and impressively aesthetic thanks to the high-grade feldspar it contains. 
This means: opacifying – wax modelling  – investing – pressing  and ready!!!
GC Initial IQ – Press-over-Metal and Press-over-Zircon are two pressable ceramic systems based on an exceptionally high feldspar content, which allow technicians to create incomparably natural-looking restorations. The first pre-blended, opalescent effect-pellets and the newly designed lustre pastes additionally contribute to internal light dynamics and a natural glaze. Thus the new GC Initial IQ – One Body concept delivers excellent aesthetics and individual shading in just a single working step.

Stay Competitive – without sacrificing quality!

The new GC Initial IQ – Press-over-Metal is a pressable ceramic system for standard porcelain alloys in the CTE range of 13.8 to 14.9.  On the other hand, GC Initial IQ – Press-over-Zircon uniquely combines the press-over technique with the advantages of CAD/CAM technology. It can be used to press over all kinds of zirconia frameworks – whether sintered or HIP-ed – quickly, simply and in a lifelike way. 
In short: GC Initial IQ is the perfect solution for precise ceramic shoulders, for example in the anterior region or fully anatomical contour pressings in the posterior region, but it can also be used readily and efficiently in the cutback technique.

Both press-over systems are inherently aesthetic. This is because the new chemical composition of the pre-blended light-dynamic ingots offers incomparable opalescence and natural light dispersion, which do not alter even during grinding. Thus the advantages of the new press-over ceramics are obvious: restorations with improved aesthetics as well as a technique that is quick and easy to learn and even simpler to apply. 
At the same time both systems enable technicians to produce uniform and constantly reproducible quality within a very short time, which gives them not only an aesthetic but also an economical advantage towards competitors.

No more complicated layering, just a single lustre paste application!

The new press-over system from the Dental Care Company is perfectly complemented by the GC Initial IQ Lustre Pastes available as a separate set. Thanks to the fine ceramic particles they contain, the coloured pastes can be applied in a thicker layer and thereby provide unique colour depth and translucency, but also a structured, individual surface. The Body and Effect pastes are compatible with both the metal and the zircon press-over technique. 
The highlight: with just a single three-dimensional lustre-/glaze firing, the dental technician achieves a very natural-looking Vita Classic tooth shade – without time-consuming over-layering or add-on layering on the pressing!

Handling is also impressive: owing to their thixotropic properties, the pasty ceramic lustre materials can be applied easily and precisely with a brush just like an oil paint. The serially numbered materials mean that the technician can apply them with utter simplicity as if “painting by numbers”. Furthermore the shades are available in user-friendly syringes – in other words, they no longer get contaminated or dry out.

Another major advantage of the GC Initial IQ – One Body concept: all 16 hues on the classic Vita shade guide can be easily covered with just seven dentine press-pellets, four body glazes, one neutral and one effect glaze (grey) – an enormous cost advantage in purchasing, but also less of a space problem in the laboratory. Three bleach pellets, six effect glazes and the stains from the GC Initial ceramic range are also available to users for extensive individualisation.

Aesthetically but also financially attractive system

GC Initial IQ stands for “Intelligence Quintessence” because it is an intelligent and compact ceramic system which is indicated whenever an economical solution is required, but without sacrificing aesthetics.

The new Press-over Metal range includes seven pressable pellets (2 or 5 grams) with matching LF correction materials in the effect shades A1, A2, B1, B2, C1, C2, D2 and three bleach pellets as well as the special “Fluo Crystals”, high-fluorescent powder crystals and various accessories. The standard opaques from the GC Initial MC system can be used for efficient metal coverage. In the Press-Over Zircon set there are four Power Frame Modifiers as well as the ten effect pellets and the Zr correction materials.

Finally, the exclusive black box in the GC Initial IQ glazes range, which can be used for the metal and zircon press-over technique, contains one neutral material, four body (A, B, C, D) and seven effect glazes, one diluting liquid, two special brushes, one mixing tray and two demonstration tools (graphic handling instructions and DVD).
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
