The new phosphate-bound investment material from the Dental Care Company, one of the world’s leading suppliers in this market segment, was specially developed for all press and over-press ceramic systems from GC EUROPE and thus fulfils any technical material requirements for the various pressing and firing processes.

High compressive strength – high accuracy of reproduction

GC MultiPressVest has very high thermal stability, for instance, and well-matched compressive strength of 5 MPa for perfect marginal adaptation even with the most delicate preparations. Thus the material can be invested by conventional heating but also by a quick method with the re-usable GC silicone rings. At the same time, its homogeneous powder composition with minimized grain size guarantees precise impression accuracy for very smooth and dimensionally accurate pressings. GC MultiPressVest is still extremely economical because the special investment can be used for both the staining and the build-up technique.
The comfortable handling properties of this new material are equally impressive: a processing time of up to five minutes at room temperature means the dental technician can work carefully but in a relaxed manner – without having to worry about the exact fit of the eventual pressed inlays, veneers or crowns. The light, creamy consistency makes accurate and bubble-free investment possible on the lowest vibrator setting, but also allows easy and rapid blasting and devesting without any risk of fracture. The material is completely hardened just 20 minutes from the start of mixing.
Expansion control – checked batch by batch
