The academic community is very important to GC and as such the company invests heavily to provide on-going support to these organisations throughout the world. The result is a contribution from both sides in the promotion and development of dental medicine to the benefit of all.

GC has been working closely with the Hadassah School of Dental Medicine at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, which was founded by the Alpha Omega Fraternity. This collaboration is based on research conducted in various fields, including lectures and seminars, public activities and so on.

A new laboratory for dental material research was founded in the Hadassah School of Dental Medicine in Jerusalem recently, assisted by GC. On the 18th of December, the research lab inauguration was celebrated in an event honored by the presence of the Ambassador of Japan in Israel, His Excellence Mr. Haruhisa Takeuchi, whose speech stressed the importance of the Israel-Japan relations and the fact that GC is the first Japanese firm to contribute to the Hadassah School of Dental Medicine showing how important the R&D sector is for the Japanese.  The GC Europe President, Mr. Henri Lenn, also attended this event and presented the company and its commitment to quality and excellence.
The Dean of the Hadassah School of Dental Medicine, Prof. Adam Stabholz; an influential figure in the dental medicine field in Israel, was the moderator for this prestigious event welcoming and greeting all the guests. 

During the occasion Dr. Beatrice Shahal, from the Prosthodontics Department, presented the CAMBRA (CARIES MANAGEMENT BY RISK ASSESSMENT) method, which relies on preventive dentistry and stresses the need for cavities prediagnosis and generalised preventive treatment based on the patient's habits. This same method is supported by GC’s MINIMUM INTERVENTION Products Line, an expanding range of materials which are designed to treat in a minimally invasive way in order to help preserve the natural tooth structure and preventing cavities.

To close the event, Professor Stabholz presented the Bridge to Peace Project; a cooperation initiative among universities in the Mediterranean region such as Israel, Turkey, Jordan, and Palestine, in the fields of research, teaching and clinical work, enabling the training of students and lecturers from these universities.
