So that dental arches and bases are accomplished more quickly with even greater accuracy and stability, GC EUROPE is adding two special versions to its thixotropic dental plaster for IDS 2009: the non-reflective GC Fujirock EP OptiXscan for all modern scanner systems and the highly free-flowing GC Fujirock EP Optiflow for bases with minimal expansion. For even greater efficiency and aesthetics, all three die and model stones can be perfectly combined – true to the system approach of GC: “One proven stone in three versions for all requirements and applications”.
GC Fujirock EP is produced in Europe and combines superior compressive and edge strength with utmost accuracy of fit, thereby allowing precise and dimensionally stable tooth reproduction in impressions. By introducing the new free-flowing version and the digitally scannable version, GC is optimising its acclaimed quality stone on two fronts and matching the product to current market requirements as well as modern computer technologies – for incomparable stone dies that retain dimensional accuracy in every situation.
Ultimate CAD/CAM suitability – minimal expansion
GC Fujirock EP OptiXscan has been specifically developed for sensitive CAD/CAM technology. Its chemical structure and special colour composition (Inca Brown) mean that tooth shapes and dies made from the new special stone can be perfectly scanned by all laser and light-optical scanner systems – down to the minutest detail and without troublesome reflections. The volume-stable stone dies also have an extremely smooth surface, high compressive strength of approx. 53 MPa and a low setting expansion value of only around 0.08 per cent.
However, handling of the optimised dental stone is equally impressive: GC Fujirock EP OptiXscan has an adaptable working time with physical properties remaining consistent and it has a very short setting time. Mixing 100 g powder with 20 ml distilled water produces a shorter setting and working time; if 21 ml liquid are added, the dental technician has more time for more models. Another advantage: the stone is demouldable after only 20 minutes.
Free-flowing, fast-setting – safe base-forming
GC Fujirock EP OptiFlow is an ideal material for bubble-free base work with stable edges because of its homogeneity and unique flow properties. With just 20 ml liquid, the powder becomes free-flowing “like water” and therefore flows precisely under the dental arch and around the pins. Thanks to its low expansion value of only about 0.08 per cent, the thixotropic stone can be extremely well combined with GC Fujirock EP and GC Fujirock EP OptiXscan – for tension-free models and dental arches. At the same time it has a smooth, pore-free surface and improved pigment distribution after setting.
For simple and efficient handling, the modified type 4 dental stone can be mixed quickly and thoroughly and worked for a long time; the dimensionally stable material (compressive strength: just under 49 MPa!) sets after only 10 minutes. The four shades of Terracotta Red, Dynamic Purple, Peppermint Green and Sapphire Blue also meet all the demands for individuality and aesthetics, especially when interacting with the four GC Fujirock EP shades.
Another advantage that applies to all three premium stones from GC: Thanks to the resealable container pack, the powder is reliably protected against moisture and oxygen – for good shelf life and storage stability.
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
