· Putty is highly viscous and normal-setting. It has a kneadable consistency and a maximum time in mouth of three minutes.
· Light and Extra Light Body are runny, low-viscosity materials.
· Heavy Body and Heavy Body Rigid are tough and have very high viscosity and stability.
· Medium Body with its medium flow and its thixotropic properties is specially matched to the requirements of monophase impression-taking.
The EXA’lence materials can be used for all indications in the dental practice because of their excellent physical properties. The right impression technique for the particular indications simply has to be chosen. Regardless of whether it’s one material or preferably two materials: there’s no risk with EXA’lence.
