After the overpressed ceramics for metal and zirconium dioxide, the GC Initial IQ – Lustre Pastes NF and the “Layering-over-Metal” system, dental technicians can now achieve a simple and economical reproduction of the 16 standard Vita shades on zirconium dioxide frameworks by applying just a single layer. The secret: 5 Body materials which are combined with the new “Light Reflective Liners” and the tried and tested, system-encompassing ceramic glazes. Hence the new GC Initial IQ – One Body L-o-Z ceramic range has fewer materials for more simplicity, aesthetics and cost-effectiveness.
The new GC Initial IQ – One Body L-o-Z is an innovative re-interpretation of the GC Initial Zr-FS veneering ceramic which has been successful for years. It enables novices as well as experienced users of ceramics to achieve consistent and constantly reproducible quality with few, perfectly coordinated materials. With just one of five L-o-Z dentines (A, B, C, D or BL), the technician is able to concentrate wholly on the contouring and functional build-up of the restoration thanks to the “One Body” concept developed by GC.
Layer once, then “paint by numbers” – it’s ready!
Firstly the stained or unstained zirconium dioxide frameworks are covered with a thin layer of a special “Light Reflective Liner”, fired and thus directly prepared to the required Vita Classic shade. In just a single working step, one of the light-dynamic Body materials is used to do a fully anatomical build-up of the posterior or anterior restoration, which is then fired. Lifelike shades with a natural translucency can subsequently be achieved with the three-dimensional lustre pastes from the GC Initial IQ – Lustre Pastes NF range. The ready-to-use ceramic stains are applied by the “painting by numbers” principle without requiring much time and effort – for impressive depth of colour and light dynamics in all 16 Vita Standard shades!
However, the compact GC Initial IQ – One Body L-o-Z system impresses not only by its ease of handling, its low potential for error and its aesthetics, but its physical properties are equally impressive: for instance, the low shrinkage of the ceramics and excellent homogeneity with high firing stability guarantee that the form, function and colour intensity of the zirconium-based restoration are reliably maintained.
Small ceramic range – great impact and versatility
As individual as it is versatile: for special colour nuances or aesthetic corrections, the 5 Body materials, but also the 7 “Light Reflective Liners” can easily be combined with all ceramic, stain and effect materials from the GC Initial Zr-FS range.
All in all, the 3 perfectly coordinated components (the new Zr-Liner and Body materials as well as the tried and tested GC Initial IQ – Lustre Pastes NF) make an unbeatable team when reliably reproducible aesthetics and economic considerations are paramount. The range is also excellent as an introductory module to the GC Initial range of veneering ceramics.
The cost-effective “Layering-over-Zircon” range contains 5 Body materials (50 g of each), 7 “Light Reflective Liners” (3 g of each) and one thinner, one modelling fluid and other accessories. The Dentine materials are also available individually in a refill pack (50 g or 250 g). The Zr-Liners are similarly sold individually or in a complete set. The GC Initial IQ – Lustre Pastes NF range, which is compatible with the whole GC Initial ceramic range, includes a Neutral and a Value material (for modifying brightness), 4 Body and 8 Effect glazes as well as 2 thinners.
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
