With only four Body materials (shades A, B, C and D) all 16 Vita Classic shades can be readily and reliably created in the posterior region but even in the anterior region as well (!).
The new exclusive and unique “Light Reflective Liners” form the basis for the vital, true-to-life colour depth. All stained or unstained zirconium dioxide frames are prepared effortlessly with just seven of these fluorescent liners to coordinate with the required Vita Classic shade. The interplay with the Light Reflective Liners and the opalescent, light-dynamic Zr body materials makes it possible to achieve repeatedly reproducible, impressive aesthetics.
No complicated layering, just glaze once
The procedure is also incredibly simple and produces consistently convincing results: The zirconium dioxide frames are first coated thinly but opaquely with the new Light Reflective Liners, then fired. In the subsequent layering with just one of the four Body materials, the dental technician is able to concentrate wholly on contouring and the functional aspects.
As a multi-chromatic layer build-up is no longer required with the Initial IQ – LoZ concept, the layered body ceramic can be highly condensed before firing. This means only one to a maximum of two body firings are necessary. The proven, system-encompassing Initial IQ Lustre Pastes NF are used for the final glaze firing. Under visual inspection, the ready-to-use, three-dimensional glaze pastes are applied to the fully finished restoration according to the “paint by numbers” principle. They already show their aesthetic potential before firing and, after firing, they display unparalleled vitality and natural appearance in interplay with the Initial IQ – Layering-over-Zircon ceramics.
My verdict is: the three perfectly coordinated components, Light Reflective Liners, Zr Body ceramics and Initial IQ Lustre Pastes NF, form an unbeatable team when incredibly simple handling, reliably reproducible aesthetics and economic aspects are paramount.
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
