GC’s R&D comprises four groups: development of dental materials, development of dental equipment (such as dental chairs, light-curing devices and capsule mixers) development of functional packaging materials, development of advanced technologies such as implants and CAD/CAM. Development of a variety of materials which are essential for the daily practice, such as restorative composite, bonding agent, luting cements and impression materials.
Optimised research environment
